The Latin American and Latino studies program integrates a series of
courses in the humanities, social sciences, and the arts designed to
acquaint students with the experiences and cultural expressions of
Latin America and of the Latino communities in the United States. This
interdisciplinary approach aims to expose students to the methods,
materials, and tools of various disciplines while addressing two of the
program's and the University's interrelated goals: to foster understanding
of New York's local immigrant or diasporic Latino communities and

to develop effective, international, global citizenship through learning
and service. The major prepares students to enter the fields of law,
international relations, business and finance, social and foreign service,
humanitarian affairs, teaching, Hispanic media and communications,
publishing, business, finance, and graduate or professional study.
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
