MEDIEVAL STUDIES

The medieval studies major is interdisciplinary in nature and enables the
student to develop an integrated understanding of medieval civilization
through the study of its history, art, music, literature, ways of thought,
and religion. Beyond its intrinsic interest, such an understanding of a
premodern society provides comparisons and contrasts that shed light
on modern values and assumptions, and on the origins of many modern
institutions. As is the case with liberal arts majors in general, medieval
studies majors finish their course of study well prepared for professional
careers that require cultural awareness and critical thinking.

Program Activities

The Center for Medieval Studies sponsors an annual lecture series and
conference, and hosts receptions and class visits to medieval exhibits
and collections in the area.
